Tips for writing narrative statements:

· Communicate a single idea, such as student performance related to a specific question. For example, “Most of our students are below proficiency in math, especially our Hispanic male students.”

· Make the narrative statement short and easy to read. For example, “Most parents do not actively participate in their children’s learning at home.”

· Avoid evaluative statements – just describe what you see in the data, not the cause or proposal of solutions. That comes later. For example, “Teachers do not have the training to work effectively with children who have diverse learning needs.”
